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Discipleship Guide – ImPerfect Church: Week 3
Theme: Every church experiences unbelief.
Scripture: 1 Corinthians 15:1–19

Read the Scripture -1 Corinthians 15:1–19

Discussion Questions – Understanding the Text
A. Verses 1–4 — Remembering the Gospel
1. What does Paul mean when he says, “I want to remind you of the gospel”?
2. Why might believers who already “know” the gospel still need regular reminders?
3. How have gospel reminders helped you during times of doubt?
B. Verses 5–11 — Witness and Testimony
1. Why does Paul list eyewitnesses to the resurrection, including his own story?
2. How can hearing others’ testimonies strengthen or restore our own faith?
3. How has someone else’s story helped your belief?
C. Verses 12–19 — When Unbelief Grows
1. The Corinthians were struggling with belief in the resurrection. Why would this be such a big deal for Paul?
2. What are some common “resurrection-sized struggles” in the church today?
(Examples: Is God really good? Does prayer work? Is heaven real? etc.)
3. How does Paul address unbelief—through shame, argument, or careful teaching?

Application – Walking with Unbelief
A. Personal
1. Where in your own life do you wrestle with unbelief right now—big or small?
2. What part of the resurrection story brings you the most reassurance?
B. Community
1. When someone in church struggles with belief, what typically happens?
2. What would it look like for a church—or your small group—to respond with loving discipleship over time instead of pressure or judgment?
3. Who in your life might need companionship more than correction?
C. Discipleship
1. What practices help you return your focus to Jesus when doubt grows?
(Prayer, worship, Scripture, community, gratitude, silence, service…)
2. Which of these do you want to commit to this week?

Prayer Together 
Use these prompts:
· Thank God for meeting us in our doubts and weaknesses.
· Pray for anyone who expressed struggles with unbelief.
· Ask God to make your group a safe place for honest questions and spiritual growth.
· Pray for renewed confidence in the power of the resurrection.

Weekly Challenge
Choose one:
1. Gospel Reminder:
Read 1 Corinthians 15:1–4 each morning this week as a reminder of the gospel.
2. Walk With Someone:
Reach out to one person who may be struggling with faith. Offer encouragement, not answers.
3. Testimony Moment:
Share a short story of God’s faithfulness with a friend, coworker, or family member.
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
