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Discipleship Guide: The Whole World in His Hands
Scripture: Acts 17:24–29

1. Icebreaker Question:
"What’s one place in nature that leaves you in awe of God? Why?"
*** Allow a few people to share.
Today we’re looking at what it means to truly believe that God has the whole world in His hands—and how that shapes the way we treat the world He made.

2. Read the Passage
Read Acts 17:24–29 aloud. You can use different readers or a few translations.

3. Explore the Text
Observation Questions:
· What do we learn about God in this passage?
· What do we learn about ourselves?
· How does Paul describe God’s relationship to the world?
· What does it mean that “in Him we live and move and have our being”?
Reflection:
Paul is speaking to people who don’t know the God of Israel. He starts not with Scripture, but with creation—the world everyone can see and experience. Why do you think he starts there?

4. Creation Care
Discuss:
1. God created everything (v.24).
What does that tell us about the value of creation?
2. He gives life and breath to all (v.25).
In what ways do we depend on creation every day?
3. We are His offspring (v.28).
How should being made in God’s image affect how we treat creation?
Challenge Question:
Do you think the church has taken creation care seriously enough? Why or why not?

5. Practical Faith: What Can We Do?
Brainstorm together:
What are some simple, practical ways we can honor God by caring for His creation—personally, as a family, or as a church?

6. Close in Prayer
Prayer Prompts:
· Thank God for His beautiful creation.
· Confess any ways we’ve neglected our responsibility.
· Ask for a renewed heart to reflect His care for the earth.

Closing Thought:
Creation care isn’t just environmentalism—it’s worship. When we care for the world God made, we reflect the heart of the Creator.
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
